EQUALITY

Vision impairment disproportionately affects women and girls. Preventing avoidable
blindness and vision impairment has a crucial role to play in the reduction of gender
inequalities and in the overall effort to achieve the SDGs.

Recent estimates indicate that 56% of blind adults are women, and two thirds of blind
children are girls. Traditional gender roles such as cleaning and caring for the young,
sick and elderly often place women in areas where they are more likely to be exposed to
vision-impairing bacteria. Family responsibilities such as care giving and collecting
water also present challenging barriers that prevent women from having the time to
receive the eye health care they need.

The ripple effect stemming from proper eye health can also play a vital role in reducing
gender inequalities. When women are empowered to make decisions regarding their own
health, they have the ability to improve the overall health of their families and impact
their entire communities.

Most of the community health workers trained by Operation Eyesight partner hospitals
are women. When women are employed as community health workers, they have an
opportunity to become trusted leaders in their communities and act as catalysts for
positive health outcomes. This employment improves their ability to become active
participants in their family’s socioeconomic stability.
